Background

Bromley’s local Compact is built on the national Compact on Relations between Government and the Voluntary and Community sector in England (2002). The Compact is the agreed framework for the development closer partnerships between Bromley’s statutory and voluntary sectors. The Purpose of the Compact is to:

· Set out key principles and values which underpin the relationship between the statutory and voluntary sectors in the borough

· Clearly state commitments to be given by the voluntary and statutory sectors

Bromley’s Compact is ‘owned’ by the Local Strategic Partnership (LSP) and sets clear expectations on all partners to support more effective partnership working to deliver the community vision ‘Building a Better Bromley’.

The Compact is intended to be a practical document which informs the workings of the thematic and delivery partnerships which feed into the LSP.

Stephen Blann, Policy Officer, Community Links Bromley and Claire Driffield, National Management Trainee, LBB, have been tasked to carry forward the actions outlined in the Compact Refresh (LSP Board, 12th October).

Compact Steering Group

An initial meeting for the proposed Compact Steering Group has been organised 17th December to agree the drafted Terms of Reference and plan of actions to take forward. These actions are built on those outlined in the action plan outlined in the report to the LSP Board 12th October.
Compact Champions Network

The first Compact Champions Network meeting has been arranged for Friday 9th January and representatives from the strategic and delivery partnerships in Bromley will be invited to learn more about the Compact and how it can be embedded in their partnership workings.

Commissioning

Following the Commissioning event for the Third Sector (16th November 2009), CLB and LBB continue to work together to establish a greater understanding of the commissioning and procurement processes in Bromley, and identify ways the voluntary sector can engage in the process.

Equalities

CLB and LBB will shortly begin collating equalities information for the LSP Equalities Review Group. This information will be used to build the ‘bigger picture’ of equalities work undertaken by Partners and inform an action plan for the Group to take forward
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
