The training is free, but places are limited to 8 people. If you complete the training and are interested in employment as a youth worker, we can offer you paid work to start immediately. You will be mentored/coached in the initial stages of your work and after a successful induction period we will offer you the opportunity to do the NYA Level 2 Youth Work course if you wish which will give you a recognised qualification. The Trust will pay the cost of this training for you.
